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SEARCHING FOR THE TRUE SELF: THE WAY OF NONDUAL
WISDOM

Purpose. This paper attempts at analyzing the phenomenon of the human self in the Western and Eastern tradi-
tions, its dissociation and alienation in the contemporary world, and meditation as a way to the True Self.
Methodology. The author used anthropological integrative approach, philosophical hermeneutics, along with
transpersonal approach. Theoretical basis and results. To overcome the feelings of loneliness, isolation, and al-
ienation, modern individuals need to break through to the spiritual pole that provides them with ever new and deeper
meanings; to go beyond the limits of dual thinking to perceive the true nature of their mind. The representatives of
the Eastern religious and philosophical schools paid considerable attention to the problem of alienation, loneliness,
and the ways of overcoming it. Trying to achieve the state of absolute unity, the Eastern traditions use meditation
techniques, which have been developed over the centuries. Meditation contributes to the experience of the unity of
existence - the state, in which the very idea of the own self disappears and the «subject — object» unity arises.
Reaching the state of nonduality, meditators experience their deep involvement in all that exists. Their mind is filled
with absolute peace and harmony; everything has deep meaning and value. They feel freedom. People become exis-
tentially absorbed in the world - the changeful world of artists and children, the world where everyone and every-
thing undergo transformations. Meditation leads to the new horizons, to the awareness of infinity and diversity of
life. Originality. Human integration into the cosmic body of the universe transforms their perception of the world.
Returning to the world of space, time, and causation, being unable to escape the world of differentiation, individuals
face a new dilemma. This entails internal conflict. To overcome it, they learn to cultivate the unbounded mind. In-
corporation of mindfulness into our daily life brings many benefits. However, the molecular mechanisms of these
processes are still insufficiently studied. Nowadays, scientists actively explore the effects of meditative, mind-
expanding practices on the physical and mental health. Conclusions. Since the modern life becomes more tough and
complex, people seek the way to a harmonious, balanced, and happy existence.

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Introduction

Despite the increasing number of social groups,
organizations, social networks, modern individuals
experience the feelings of loneliness, isolation, and
alienation. They cannot break through to their
higher potential and grasp the true meaning of life.
Therefore, the questions «Why should we live
life?», «What is our final destination?» that often
arise. On the one hand, it seems that this era of
commercialized life, body and soul is devoid of
spirituality. However, on the other hand, a person
demonstrates a burning desire to reach the spiritual
pole that enriches our lives, provides us with ever
new and deeper meanings — the world without en-
vy, hatred, anger, where dreams become reality,
and each of us can cling to the wellspring of Truth,
Goodness, and Beauty. To get there, we have to
say «Farewell» to our limited «Ego» that does not
want to recognize others. This breakthrough to
God, Absolute, Nirvana, Tao or the True Self is the
way home.

Such a breakthrough requires a revision of the
entire value system of an individual. These new
values must meet the high spiritual and moral ori-
entations and overcome «a horizontal existence,
one in which all values are of equal significance —
what Barrett calls the «flattening out of valuesy.
The urgent psychological and philosophical need
of Western man today is a return to the vertical, to
some central spiritual ideal principle about which
he can orient his life» [6, p. 219].

Condemned to freedom, which is terrifying,
modern individuals are necessarily lonely. Each
step ahead cut them off from the other people,
leaving face to face with their own mental abyss
and the world full of catastrophic upheavals, the
world that casts doubt on the faith in themselves,
humanity, goodness, and justice. The dreams of the
Enlightenment about the realm of reason have nev-
er become reality; this was evidenced by the terri-
ble social political cataclysms of the 20" century:
classical rationality turned out to be a tool of «the
will to power» and a human transformed into an
element of economic, social, political, ideological
systems.

Lacking the metaphysical certainties of the me-
dieval people who knew exactly «how they should
conduct themselves in order to rise from a cor-
ruptible world to an incorruptible and joyous exist-
ence» [11], today we must see that we do not differ
greatly from those whom we condemn. We all

need to purify our souls. The modern era has raised
questions that cannot be solved within the existing
paradigm.

Theoretical basis and results

The search for the «Self)» is largely a reaction
to the conviction that science is able to explain the
world and determine human’s place in it. Basical-
ly, this is due to the recognition that the reality we
perceive is not the reality per se, but rather it is
constructed by the mind. That is why postmoderni-
ty is very sceptical when it comes to the absolute
truth. Through the lens of postmodern worldview,
everything is an interpretation: we create our own
reality by interpreting the world around us. The
reality arises through our interpretation of what the
world means for us personally [14]. Giving prefer-
ence to a particular experience over abstract prin-
ciples, postmodernism claims that the results of our
own experience are relative — they are not final and
universal. Thus, it tries to introduce a new under-
standing of an individual within its discourse.

Increasingly, people feel that their familiar
world of order and stability gives way to the chaot-
ic, unpredictable world possessing its own rules.
Old scientific theories, multiply ideologies and
systems of values are destroyed. This leads to the
awareness of imbalance, ambiguity of human ex-
istence and thus to the new explanation and under-
standing of reality. To restore the lost ontological
equilibrium, people need to adapt their «I» to this
paradoxical world.

The problem of human identity, which eludes
straightforward formal logical analysis, is a subject
of discussion and debate and is still being exam-
ined by researchers [2]. The representatives of the
classical Western philosophy identified human
identity with his/her memory. Identity was linked
to the humans’ ability to think of themselves as

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«I», which remains identical to itself in different
times and places [3; 7].

At the end of the 19" century, Freud divided
the human «I» into certain components that con-
flict with each other: the conscious, preconscious,
and unconscious. Freud emphasized that the un-
conscious (including the preconscious) is the cen-
tral component that constitutes the essence of the
human psyche, while the conscious is just a certain
superstructure, which is based on and grows out of
the sphere of the unconscious.

In the 20" century, Derrida introduces a new
concept of identity. This identity is not stable or
predetermined but rather volatile and changeable:
it is generated by individual perception of differ-
ences between «me» and «them». Even the concept
of ownership is based on the indivisibility and con-
tinuity of human «I».

Lacan radically revises the classical concept of
the subject. Whereas within the framework of the
Cartesian tradition, the individual is seen as a cer-
tain substantial integrity, bearer of consciousness
and self-consciousness and cultural reference
point, according to Lacan, she/he is interpreted as a
function of culture and intersection point of vari-
ous symbolic structures. Culture is not an attribute
of the individuals. Just the opposite — the individu-
als are an attribute of culture, which expresses it-
self through them. The very individual acts as
nothingness, emptiness filled with the content of
symbolic matrices.

Deleuze and Guattari argue that a homogeneous
person does not exist; a person is always ontologi-
cally heterogeneous. There is no single entity as
the center of its own. Subjectivity is not something
autonomous, on the contrary, it exists as an associ-
ation of groups of people, social, economic, infor-
mation machines. The unconscious is never purely
individual; it is always more or less collective.

Non-classical postmodern ontology is associat-
ed with open dynamical systems that can not be
described through concepts based on the binary
oppositions. Postmodern thinkers refer to the cha-
otic, illogical nature of the world, which can only
be experienced as a result of empathic connection
with the diverse world of people and cultures.

Trying to reconcile the continuity of being with
the discreteness of consciousness, modern seekers
of the truth appeal to the Eastern mystical tradi-
tions based on the idea of the unity of all things
and singularity of the world. Eastern spiritual

teachings have gained popularity in the Western
world. This interest is an evidence of the spiritual
vacuum in the modern society.

Unlike the Western paradigm, the main charac-
teristic of the Eastern philosophy and science, ac-
cording to Northrop [16], is the non-mathematical,
non-technical approach to the universe. The East
did not divide the Universe into mechanical details,
but sought to overcome the discreteness of culture
in order to experience a single continuous reality.
As Suzuki emphasizes [17], escape from the reality
inevitably leads to the endless separation of its
components. However, this separation is not rooted
in nature. It is created by the human mind that
splits everything into two halves. People perceive
the binary oppositions not only as abstractions but
as reality itself [7].

To overcome the dissociation of their «I», the
individuals must go beyond the limits of dual
thinking to perceive the true nature of their mind.
The common human mind is absorbed by the con-
cepts of duality, but the pure mind is not inclined
to this false thought. Intellectual phenomena arise
and disappear, but from a fundamental point of
view they are empty. The mind does not exist in
ever-changing external phenomena. As a result of
careful observation we realize that the mind is
emptiness. All concepts of duality are dissolved
through this awareness.

Thus, Eastern sages do not oppose themselves
to the environment. They perceive themselves as a
part of integrated, holistic system. Rejecting the
idea of active reorganization of the world inherent
in the Western mentality, they tend to perceive
Human — Nature unity, recognize Nature’s hidden
rhythms. They are aware that all elements of the
world including themselves are the different as-
pects of the spiritual unity. For instance, Zen
teaches us to respect and love nature, to live its
life. Zen claims that nature is in us and we are in
nature.

The representatives of the Eastern religious and
philosophical schools such as Advaita Vedanta,
Yoga, Buddhism, Taoism paid considerable atten-
tion to the problem of alienation, loneliness, and
the ways of overcoming it. «This realization of
unity with eternal Being overcomes forever ideas
of alienation and meaninglessness, and a new and
boundless freedom is experienced. The yogi knows
that he is no longer bound to the vicissitudes of a
transmigrating ego; his enlightenment experience

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has forever removed the ego-illusion, the source of
human vice, and feelings of separateness, of al-
ienation. He has discovered by direct experience
that the real is the identity of samsara and nirvana,
the pure unity without distinctions. Now, freed
from egocentricity and its endless cravings in his
intense awareness of identity with the Absolute,
the yogi becomes master of his fate instead of the
slave of an unreal ego. No longer ego-centered but
centered in the eternal One, his ethical behavior is
henceforth characterized by its spontaneity and all
his conduct will be altruistic» [6, p. 222].

The configuration of the Western worldview is
based on the existence of the subject and object;
and «I» takes on its identification. «The fundamen-
tal neurosis of the European civilization is that it
tends to perceive «I» according to the image of the
God-creator and rejects that behind the «I», which
is precisely the result of structuring the continuum
of experience into «I» and «non-I» through the lens
of particular time and place, there is a much more
comprehensive reality» [1]. On the contrary, the
Eastern mystic teachings claim that the true nature
of reality is nondual and all binary oppositions are
either unreal or inaccurate descriptions that are
used for convenience.

Taoist worldview is not focused on the human:
humans are not superior to the nonhuman world.
The basis of the Taoist worldview is one unified
pulsating Cosmos and all its manifestations. Tao-
ism like any philosophical worldview is a peculiar
way of perceiving and understanding the world —
the world where Tao is the highest and ultimate
reality, natural order of existence, absolute begin-
ning and absolute value, which is manifested in
being and at the same time is merged with the
cosmic body of being. It is the supreme law of the
universe, its substantial basis, and the principle of
its emergence.

The universe and all its manifestations are inex-
tricably linked organic unity growing out of deep,
secret, hidden Tao. Everything that you can think
of is within this principle. Taoist universe operates
according to invariable natural laws. As a part of
Cosmos, humans can become aware of these laws
and act in accordance with them following the
principle of Wu Wei. Wu Wei is the special kind
of «joining the flow of existence», merging of the
individual «I» and Qi, unity of subject and object.

The purpose of Wu Wei is to achieve a state of
perfect equilibrium, a «soft, invisible» power.

When people live in accordance with Tao — the
rhythms of the cosmic elements — their actions are
completely natural. They find the right place in the
world, they are deeply involved in Being, and the
active subject is «dissolved» in the spontaneous
behavior that is consistent with Tao. As Mason put
it, «One thing basic to the Taoist belief is a re-
definition of «self» or «ego». Taoists believe that
the way we try to stand outside ourselves in the
attempt of self-observation is the source of most, if
not all, of our unhappiness and loneliness, simply
because in order to observe as such, we must see
our «self» asseparate from other «selves». This
creates many unnecessary and troublesome
illusions, and is based on an untrue assumption:
that organisms are mutually exclusive... The goal
of Taoism isn’t to obliterate the ego, simply
because this isn’t possible. In order to stop
ourselves from seeing ourselves as separate, we
must see ourselves as separate, which creates a
never-ending paradox. The goal instead is to keep
our attention on the greater whole, the process to
which there is a pattern, which is known to always
return the source» [13]. For the Taoists, the
personal self arises from everything and is
expressed in everything, that is, it does not have an
independent essential structure. Being deeply
aware of the true reality, the Taoists perceive
themselves as a part of the Tao cosmic way.

Buddhist schools teach that the individual self
does not exist. The subject — object duality is an
illusion. The doctrine of Hinayana treats the human
personality as an illusory and emphasizes the idea
of the not-self and the absence of the self. For Ma-
hayana thinkers, the very existence of human per-
sonality is delusive. Followers of Dzogchen are
aware that mental images of things and emptiness
are inseparable. Overcoming the binary patterns of
thinking, an individual realizes that she/he is one
with the object. Through meditation the Dzogchen
follower learns that thoughts are not real.

The deep Eastern philosophical ideas are con-
centrated in Zen. Zen strives to rise beyond the
formal logic and grasp the world in its nonduality.
Only through personal experience can the essence
of life be realized. The practice of Zen aims to
open the eyes of the soul and see the basis of life.
The truth is revealed as the absolute simplicity and
naturalness of life. This is the limit of life in gen-
eral, where there are neither deaths nor births.

Trying to achieve the state of absolute unity,
the Eastern traditions use meditation techniques,
which have been developed over the centuries.
Meditation acts as a means of addressing the bina-
ry oppositions of culture. It contributes to the expe-
rience of the unity of existence [7]. Meditation al-
lows us to perceive the reality that can not be ex-
pressed verbally. To see the world as it is, we need
to abandon the comprehensive activity of our
mind, stop it, empty the mind, and eliminate our
verbal power over the world.

Meditation purifies anxious mind and makes it
more flexible. It eliminates any mistake and con-
tradiction and prepares our mind for a new experi-
ence and intuitive perception of reality. Meditation
is the best way to overcome automaticity of think-
ing, eradicate existing patterns of behavior, and
develop human abilities and talents [7]. Since their
early childhood, people lose contact with the un-
conditional reality and experience alienation from
the world. During meditation, humans get rid of
this poor state of mind experiencing a total cessa-
tion of the process of conscious thought — thought
that Zen calls the «wrong thought». This is exactly
what happens when a person experiences Samadhi
— the state in which the very idea of her/his own
self disappears and the «subject — object» unity
arises. This is a state of enlightenment; quite, tran-
quil, silenced nondual mind; total «Self — Abso-
lute» merging.

This state leads to a syncretic vision of the
world. The individual awakes and realizes her/his
eternal essence perceiving the unconditional reality
as a «clear mirror». Reaching the state of nonduali-
ty, the meditator experiences her/his deep in-
volvement in all that exists. Meditators perceive
the world in completely unexpected yet real per-
spective; they see things in their true form. Their
mind is filled with absolute peace and harmony;
everything has deep meaning and value. Anxiety,
fear, and tension become less important and not so
unbearable. Humans understand that life and death,
good and evil, spirit and matter are two different
aspects of the same Unity. They feel an unusual
silence of the mind. In this silence (or void) the
sources of all activities are at rest. This is a state of
pure existence — the initial form of human exist-
ence.

Coming back to the world of the conscious ac-
tivity, meditators feel that Being has changed. An-
other self with a wide worldview, where there is no

room for hatred, envy and fear, replaces the old
one. Individuals are no longer tied to their false
mental constructs. They feel freedom. Human
mind is completely changing. People become exis-
tentially absorbed in the world — the changeful
world of artists and children, the world where eve-
ryone and everything undergo transformations.
Meditation leads to the new horizons, to the
awareness of the infinity and diversity of life.
Meditation helps to get rid of the personal sta-
tus-role frame, collection of ideas, concepts, mis-
taken notions and dreams that our mind usually
generates. It allows the individual to experience the
current moment, «here and now» in all its true
fullness. Being aware of the fact that they program
their emic reality, humans become free in their ac-
tions and perception of the world; move beyond
their symbolic territory; stop identifying them-
selves with this or that role and finally with their
false Ego. «There are only two ways of living in
life. One is to live it from the very core of your
being — that has been the way of the mystics.
Meditation is nothing but a device to make you
aware of your real self — which is not created by
you, which need not be created by you, which you
already are. You are born with it, you ARE it! It
needs to be discovered. If this is not possible, or if
the society does not allow it to happen...and no
society allows it to happen, because the real self is
dangerous — dangerous for the established church,
dangerous for the state, dangerous for the crowd,
dangerous for the tradition — because once a man
knows his real self, he becomes an individual. He
no longer belongs to the mob psychology; he will
not be superstitious, and he cannot be exploited.
He cannot be led like cattle, he cannot be ordered
and commanded. He will live according to his
light, he will live from his own inwardness. His
life will have tremendous beauty, integrity» [9].

Originality

Human integration into the cosmic body of the
universe and the awareness of the unity with every-
thing transform perception of the world. The feel-
ing of unity and pure existence can be experienced
in relation to any aspect of life. Returning to the
world of space, time, and causation, the human is
faced with the fact that her/his shallow «I» tries to

raise the head again and bad thoughts come into
the mind. This does not mean that the spiritual
practice was useless. We have to observe our
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thoughts, recognize them, and then reject them.
Indeed, in the light of the pure reason everything
comes out from the shadow. Zen Masters say:
«The emergence of bad thoughts is a disease, and
treatment — do not let them develop». Unable to
escape the world of differentiation, humans face a
new dilemma. This entails internal conflict. To
overcome it, they learn to cultivate the unbounded
mind. Transcending different levels of develop-
ment, self disintegrates with the previous level
without rejecting it completely. As Ken Wilber
emphasizes, «The point is that because the self is
differentiated from the lower structure, it trans-
cends that structure (without obliterating it in any
way), and can thus operate on that lower structure
using the tools of the newly emergent structure”
[18, p. 94]. Every moment humans create them-
selves, their thoughts. This affects their further
thoughts and actions. Any time they can change
the aspects of their existence. They are responsible
for their future and for the future of the mankind.
Leaving the metaphysical realm of the Eastern
mysticism, let me stress that today more and more
people are engaged in the practice of meditation.

Its positive impact on stress, anxiety, depression,
chronic diseases is well-known. Incorporation of
mindfulness into our daily life brings many bene-
fits. However, the molecular mechanisms of these
processes are still insufficiently studied. Nowa-
days, scientists actively explore the effects of med-
itative, mind-expanding practices on the physical
and mental health [5; 9; 11].

Conclusions

Since the modern life becomes more tough and
complex, people seek the way to a harmonious,
balanced, and happy existence. An ancient formula
«Ex Oriente Lux» takes on a new meaning today.
It is therefore no coincidence that the spiritual her-
itage of the East has attracted vivid attention and
considerable interest. The Eastern spiritual teach-
ings exist in an «open space»: they are not trapped
by the only one ultimate truth. On the contrary,
they perceive the world through the multi-faceted
lens. In this world of nonduality all life forces are
directed toward harmony and balance. The Eastern
spiritual practices can be used as a guide to a hap-
py human life.

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PHILOSOPHICAL UNDERSTANDING OF THE NATURE OF VIOLENCE

Purpose. In order to consistently distinguish between violence, which is always primarily a destructive force,
and the civilized use of force that involves constructive, creative goals, one should explore the main possible philo-
sophical approaches to understand the nature of violence and try to give it a systematic outline. Methodology. This
study uses a systematic approach to identify the internal relationship between different forms of violence and, ac-
cordingly, the counteraction against violence. Also, the author uses an axiology to identify the values that are the
basis for distinguishing violence from its prototypes, as well as for the distinction between violence and coercion, as
well as different types of coercion. Originality. This article presents significant clarifications on the classification of
types of violence, in particular, it is clearly established that certain types of violence can not have ethical relevance,
since they belong to the sphere of biology (expansion, aggression) or social anthropology (cultural, institutional co-
ercion). Actually violence or violence in the narrow sense implies the existence of will, consciousness and destruc-
tive purpose. Accordingly, counteraction against violence should include the formation of a certain non-violent type
of will, non-violent culture and creative, constructive goals. This requires both personal effort and institutional sup-
port and the availability of appropriate moral traditions. Ethical theory is intended to clarify and systematize these
efforts. In this sense, ethics is the core of practical philosophy. To the extent that the influence of ethics on changes
in human culture and sociality in the counterfactual regime is increasing, one should also speak of the anthropologi-
cal significance of ethics. Conclusions. From the socio-philosophical point of view, it is necessary to specify exact-
ly which social institutions and in which constellation generate violence. The ethical aspect of the study of violence
involves categorizing the problem in terms of good and evil: violence is evil, as opposed to coercion, which can be
justified, legitimated - but always from the point of view of promoting the development of society and the individu-
al, encouraging the disclosure of his creative potential. Counterfactuality acts as an important ethical category,
which reveals the transformation mechanism applied by human relative to himself and society while focusing on the
values of goodness and other constructive and creative values.

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GOOD AND EVIL AS VECTORS OF FREE WILL IN THE STRUCTURE
OF ANTHROPIC TIME

Purpose. The work is aimed at comprehending good and evil as vectors of free will in the structure of anthropic
time. Methodology. The study is based on: 1) the general theory of systems (A. I. Uyomov, A. Yu. Tsofnas,
L. N. Terentyeva) — while justifying the possibility of representing the anthropic time as a system in general;
2) synergetics — while considering the anthropic time as a complex self-organizing system; 3) the concept of «a
whole in a whole» (I. V. Yershova-Babenko) — while identifying the optimal principle of correlation of the time
units, taking into attention their ethical multi-vectority. Originality. In the context of the reconstruction of the con-
cept of anthropic time: 1) the authors revealed ethical vectors of expansion of free will as the driving principle of
human temporality (the vectors of «freedom for good» and «freedom for evil»); 2) the authors justified the optimali-
ty of using the principle of complementarity in solving the problem of harmonizing the coexistence of units of an-
thropic time («matryoshkas of time»). Conclusion. 1) In a line with the tradition of anthropologization of the prob-
lem of good and evil, these intentions of human activity are interpreted as vectors of free will in the structure of an-
thropic time; 2) the paper represented anthropic time as a system in general (based on the general theory of systems)
and as a complex self-organizing system in particular (based on a synergetic methodology); 3) constituting of the
system of anthropic time by the existential-actionable concept allowed to overcome the position of the one-vectored
time, i.e.to reveal the ethical binarity of the anthropic time vectors prepared by the duality of expansion of free will
as its driving principle; 4) formulation of the problem of discrepancy between the intentions of different temporal
systems showed the optimality of the complementarity principle in solving the question how to harmonize the rela-
tions of anthropic time units; 5) the conducted research opens prospects for consideration of external determinants of
anthropic time, as well as for search of variants of their correlation with the internal mover (free will) in the struc-
ture of human temporality.

Purpose. The aim of the study is to clarify the changed interpretation of symbol in the context of the ontological
turn in cultural anthropology and philosophical anthropology and their correlation with the functioning of the se-
mantic field of culture, and in particular with religious symbols. The paper also considers an epistemological-
ideological positions of representationalism, functionalism and relativism with respect to philosopheme of symbol.
Methodology. The authors implemented theoretical and conceptual analysis in synchronic and diachronic aspects,
the methodology of comparative consideration of the character within the analytical and existential paradigms in the
20th century philosophy. Originality. The work presents the study of correlation between aspect consideration of
the nature and specific character in representationalism, functionalism and relativism within the philosophical pro-
jects of the cognitive position. The authors substantiated the position of symbol ontologization in the contemporary
cultural and philosophical anthropology and the importance of convergence of the symbol concept and philoso-
pheme with the concepts of an object and a thing. They fixed the value of the ontological turn in cultural anthropol-
ogy for philosophical anthropology. The authors specifically examined the correlation between the declared symbol
interpretation, project of object-oriented ontology and the modern philosophy of science. They substantiated onto-
logical concept of symbolic landscape of modern philosophical anthropology, social philosophy and philosophy of
mind. The symbol and religious symbolism have the significant importance for human identity, the symbol is con-
sidered to be the tool of human’s self-knowledge. Conclusions. The paper outlines the specific character of exist-
ence of symbol philosopheme in communicative field of modern man, the social media space, in particular the role
of religious symbols for the construction of identity and self-positioning of modern man.

EXISTENTIAL CHOICE. AN ESSAY ABOUT THREE AFRICANS
(REFLECTION ON AUGUSTINE’S CONFESSIONS)

Purpose. Via the life example of a great Christian hermit Augustine of Hippo and his «Confessions», the author
of the essay considers the existential choice problem, which changes man’s course of life and displays its essence.
Analyzing and deconstructing Augustine's self-reflection against the background of the texts by two other great Af-
ricans (A. Camou and J. Darrida), the article traces the foundations and main stages of the process of self-seeking in
people who want to find themselves in a lost world. The purpose of the article is to analyze the intellectual, emo-
tional and spiritual components of the process of taking epochal-making decisions versus the approaches of A. Ca-
mus and J. Derrida, prominent Augustine’s fellow countrymen, born in Algeria as well. Methodology. The research
is based on the comparative historical analysis, allowing to identify and summarize some principles for the decision-
making of the most important existential solutions. The use of comparative procedures made possible to show the
ineffectiveness of self-contained Camus' and Darrida’s existential searches, and at the same time, demonstrate the
success of finding selthood and self-knowledge by Augustine, who was open for the gift descending from Above.
The use of other general scientific methods, such as analysis, reduction, generalization, and retrospective method
allowed the researcher to highlight some epistemological problems manifested in understanding and searching the
Truth, as the most important and often unconscious human need. Augustine's openness to accepting Truth from
Above and at the same time understanding the inability to seize it independently distinguishes him from similar
searches of Jacques Darrida. Originality. The research has shown that the existential choice, which in contrast to
ordinary choices, changes a man’s life and renders meaning to his existence, is made not with a volitional decision,
but with a hardly explicable encounter connecting personal with over-personal being. Conclusions. The author con-
cludes, that unlike the day-to-day choices-preferences, which can be made following a rational and ecstatic decision,
the existential choice is a dialectic unity of Gift, coming from Above, and an intuitive unconscious faith of a person
who accepts this Gift.

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THE PUBLIC SPHERE OF POLITICS: THE ANTHROPOLOGICAL
DIMENSION IN CONTEMPORARY COMMUNICATIVE THEORY

Introduction. According to Jiirgen Habermas, a contradiction between the system and the life-world signifies a
need for a concept that would describe the projective space of a relaxed and undistorted human communicative ac-
tivity. Communicative action as a societal basis of the public sphere links this concept to the pragmatic principles of
human existence in modern society. The public sphere is important in the age of the cyber revolution and the rule of
networking technologies and it gets an anthropological dimension in its definition of the modern individual. Re-
viewed from the view of the interdisciplinary scientific community the public sphere as a dimension of human iden-
tity that is manifested in standardized terms of communicative interactions. The paper suggests that the public
sphere has lost its conflict mode in respect to power and the tech-savvy social system. Purpose. The paper aims to
establish the specifics of the anthropological interpretation of the public sphere in the contemporary philosophical
tradition. Methodology. General scientific and special methods of philosophical research are used for conducting
this study. The author has used the descriptive method to define the subject area of the anthropic measurement of the
public sphere of politics. The method of logical synthesis allows to combine the abstract and specific content of the
anthropological dimension of publicity. A retrospective analysis allows to determine the temporal peculiarities of
the anthropic meaning of the public sphere. The comparative method gives an opportunity to compare the empirical
manifestations of social and political publicity and compare anthropological effects of the media and interpersonal
communication activities of modern people. Theoretical basis and results. The article examines the anthropologi-
cal content of the public sphere of politics as one of the key concepts of communicative theory paying attention to
the modification of the nature of publicity under the conditions of the cybernetic revolution. The author argues that
the public sphere is not only a collection of self-presentations but also a set of messages of general significance, both
textual and verbal. In this regard, the selection of news, of any importance, stands in one respect as a means of the
worldview matching technique but also as the orientation amidst the unlimited information flow. The public sphere
acts not just as a medium of verbal or textual self-expression of the individual but also as a dimension of human
presence in the lives of others and its adequate perception. The more the public sphere stands away from the coun-
ter-factual image drawn in communicative theory, the more it loses its anthropological features and acquires the
content of the technological and production network since a mode of communication is changed to the mode of in-
formation transmission. The paper establishes priorities of personality representation in the public sphere and exam-
ines the need and motives of communicative-pragmatic relationships between individuals. Originality. In the an-
thropological dimension the public sphere is a source of promising prospects and the formation of defining con-
straints. Publicity becomes the leading quality of the modern individual because of its need to be realized in com-
munication practices. The networking nature of communication links enforces the modern individual to produce a
certain image for self-presenting to society. Conclusions The article draws a conclusion about the directions of the
public sphere transformation in a global perspective.

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Introduction

The public sphere in the contemporary period is
one of the universal concepts that explains the ba-
sics of the common human activity not only in the
field of social communications but also on a larger
scale of the culture of scientific activity. A rela-
tively local definition of the term was associated
with the receptions of the critical theory of the
Frankfurt School and with attempts to create an
alternative concept of technology-system construc-
tions that developed in the philosophy of science
from the mid-20th century. The contradiction be-
tween the system and the life-world defined and
disclosed by German philosopher and sociologist
Jurgen Habermas needed a concept that could de-
scribe a projective space of a relaxed and un-
distorted human activity that is of a social nature
but is not subordinate to the governmental influ-
ence. Communicative action as a societal basis of
the public sphere linked this concept to the prag-
matic principles of human existence in modern
society. However, the relatively local importance
of the public sphere in the age of cyber revolution
and the rule of networking technologies has taken
the concept of the public sphere to the next level of
meaning. At present the interdisciplinary scientific
community sees the public sphere as one of the
dimensions of human identity amidst standardized
communicative interactions. Arguably, in the so-
cial sciences, the public sphere has lost its conflict
mode in respect to power and the tech-savvy social
system.

The well known debate between Jurgen Ha-
bermas and Michel Foucault on the state of the
postmodern resulted in the perception of the public
sphere as a real, embodied dimension of the mod-
ernization of interpersonal and group communica-
tion. The public sphere is internalized into different
semantic concepts and becomes the basis for the
explaination of social phenomena of varying
depths. Nowdays the anthropological dimension of
the public sphere is acquiring a significant urgency
as the classical communication theory defined the
debate and the discourse as the main means of
people’s expression in communicative space. The
anthropic dimension of publicity stands as a con-
ceptual alternative to the inclusion of the public
sphere to various technological and system struc-
tures. The integration of the modern individual to
interactive communication and the mediation of
communicative practices with technological struc-

tures of artificial intelligence highlight the problem
of consistency between the established notions
about public communication activities and its actu-
al state in a situation of mediated direct communi-
cation. This issue has a broader meaning as it helps
to establish some benchmarks for the evolution of
contemporary mankind on a global scale.

Contemporary philosophical research gives a
wide range of political connotations in anthropolo-
gy and the public sphere. In particular, its correla-
tions are reflected in the field of applied anthropol-
ogy [1], anthropology of postcolonialism [3], re-
gional public spheres (such as a European public
sphere) [4], in the display of tragic sequences of
terrorist attacks [5], in constraints to public sphere
activities [9], in a way of the functioning of media
systems in today’s world [13], and in the context of
transborder public communications [15]. Despite
the diversity of viewpoints, authors are aware of
the crucial role the anthropological discourse plays
in defining embodiments of public communication
in special areas. Thus the problem of anthropologi-
cal senses in the public sphere of politics requires
additional study.

Purpose

The paper aims to establish the specific anthro-
pological interpretation of the public sphere of pol-
itics in the contemporary philosophical tradition.

Methodology

General scientific and special methods of philo-
sophical research are used for conducting this
study. Through the descriptive method the subject
area of the anthropic measurement of the public
sphere of politics is defined.

Retrospective analysis
permitted to determine the temporal peculiarities of
the anthropic meaning of the public sphere. The
comparative method gives an opportunity to com-
pare empirical manifestations of social and politi-
cal publicity, to compare the anthropological ef-
fects of the media and interpersonal communica-
tion activities.

Theoretical basis and results

In the context of contemporary communication
theory, the anthropological meaning of the public
sphere manifests itself in situations that are the
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most meaningful to the modern individual. The
interconnection between the material world and the
linguistic-symbolic of knowledge became the basis
for expression of the specificity and the condition
of the modern individual. Anthropologism of
communicative theory manifests itself in the emer-
gence of considerations about the existing condi-
tion of people and its development in the near fu-
ture. Paradigms of consciousness and being are
combined with aspects of speech communication
that covers the interpersonal and social level. The
anthropological meaning of communication estab-
lished in the discourse ethics determines the fate of
mankind in the age of modern global changes. As
Robert C. Ulin argues, «It is suggested that a meta-
theory grounded in history and responsive to the
problematics of advanced capitalist society is the
best means by which to bridge the impasse be-
tween political-economy and postmodern anthro-
pology» [19].

The problem of the individual’s perception of
the world is revealed not only through self-
representation in interindividual communication.
Valid definitions and anthropological senses of
contemporary times appear in the news discourse
as the selection of the most significant events for
the individual who becomes a consumer of infor-
mation. In postmodern times, the public sphere
acts not just as a set of individual presentations, but
also as a set of verbal and textual messages of gen-
eral significance (also see W. M. Reddy (1992)
[16]). In this regard, the selection of news, of more
or less importance, stands in one respect as a
means of the worldview matching technique but
also as the orientation amidst the unlimited infor-
mation flow. The example of news production re-
veals that the public sphere is unable to function
beyond technological limitations of the contempo-
rary world. Moreover, the anthropological content
of publicity is transformed through the nature of
technical means of communication and transmis-
sion of information. According to empirical antro-
pologists Tom Van Hout and Geert Jacobs, «The
reliance on sources in business news forces atten-
tion to issues of institutional and textual power,
source-media interaction and agency. Who sets
whose agenda? What type of interaction is there
between source media and news media?» [6, p.
60].

The anthropological content of the public
sphere connected primarily to communicative ac-

tivities is aimed at producing texts of general per-
ception. Open public statements imply the com-
monality of senses and the presence in the common
space of signs and concepts, which manifests itself
in the standard methods of media correspondence
(see E. W. Rothenbuhler, (2005)[17]). The author’s
principles for the formation of public texts develop
general public importance thorugh emotional
closeness and connection between individuals and
the semantic agenda that is inherent in a particular
social stratum or community. Through the ethical
guidelines the public sphere transforms everyday
communicative activities into ones of general sig-
nificance. The transfer of human thoughts, atti-
tudes, and preferences from the categories of the
private to the public, determines the relevance of
personal criteria for the perception of the world to
the general public. The social and cultural basis of
interpersonal communication at the public level is
recognized as normative and inherent to all indi-
viduals of a certain community. The data of mod-
ern empirical research try to justify the interde-
pendence of individual and universal motives for
communication. Hout and Jacobs argue, «The
point we are trying to make is not just that the no-
tions of power, interaction and agency that we
have discussed in the previous part can help guide
our fieldwork on the way press releases are used
by journalists, but that the results of our fieldwork
can contribute to a better understanding of these
issues within the broader theorizing on news ac-
cess and news productiony» [6, p. 67].

Routine communication is an expression of its
anthropological meaning. Realization of communi-
cation needs is the most obvious expression of hu-
man nature in communicative interactions. The
ability to realize oneself in communication with
other individuals is an indication of one’s capabil-
ity as a human being. However, the ability to pre-
sent oneself as part of the general public deter-
mines the individual’s significance as a constituent
of a broader discussion on common problems and
provision of support to some or others decisions,
theses, and regulations that define the prospective
existence of society. The public sphere acts not just
as a medium of verbal or textual self-expression of
the individual but also a dimention of human pres-
ence in the lives of others and its adequate percep-
tion. People’s personal stories that get into the
limelight through modern media and social net-
works acts as a factor of the anthropological sym-
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bolization of the communicative process trans-
forming the public communicative process into a
large amount of unlimited space of identity recog-
nition by others. The transformation of the person-
al into the public can reveal the inner world of the
individual and, on the other hand, combine the
common values and coordinates of social interac-
tion. As Van and Jacobs point out, «It was shown
that, in addition to having a textual function, pre-
formulation is used socially to promote a news sto-
ry during story meetings and that the reliance on
press releases allows for a linear, routine writing
process» [6, p. 78].

Public messages manifest not only the person’s
ability to communicate but also the establishment
of a human being in a broader and universal con-
text. The emergence of the public sphere is the ev-
idence of a certain stage of society development in
which public debates are not restricted accept any-
thing other than force of a better argument (Jurgen
Habermas). The closer to the real public sphere is
an ideal model proposed by German philosopher
K.-O. Apel, the more content is acquired by an-
thropological generalizations regarding the com-
munication experience and communicative prag-
matic of the mankind. The more the public sphere
stands away from the countrfactual image drawn in
communicative theory, the more it loses its anthro-
pological features and acquires the content of the
technological and production network since a
mode of communication is changed to the mode of
information transmission.

Articulation of the significance of the public
sphere for modern philosophical anthropology is
based not only on communicative pragmatics and
personal principles of a person’s public self-
expression but also on differences between a mod-
ern civilization and racial divisions within humani-
ty. The exposure of any socio-cultural group or
civilization to public communication regulated by
the discourse ethics and universal transident prag-
matics can act as a criterion for a peculiar ranking
of civilizations and their movement towards the
standards of rational understanding and argumenta-
tion established in the contemporary world. Con-
versely, the concept of «communicative rationali-
ty» is unique to contemporary Western society [10]
that has undergone a long period of secularization
and development under the industrial revolution
and sociopolitical modernity. In this connection,
the compatibility of a particular geographical area

of today’s world to the standards of rational and
communicative publicity still remain open. Ac-
cording Paula Montero, professor of philosophy at
University of Sao Paulo, “By positing that rational-
ity thus understood is not a universal phenomenon,
Habermas revisits a classical issue of anthropolo-
gy: the commensurability of civilizations, an issue
that has been central to debate in social science and
philosophy since the 1960s” [11, p. 201].

The antropologization of cognition processes
determines the possibility of choice and equality
between social and cultural patterns of communi-
cation, hence the universality of the public sphere
requires further coverage. The works of Habermas,
Apel, and other representatives of communicative
theory argue that rational and reasoned communi-
cation is the achievement of the whole mankind as
well as the natural behavior of people who seek
cooperation and regulation of their relations on the
basis of generally accepted values (see [12]). In
this regard, generalizations of an anthropological
nature takes a new meaning, if one understands the
nature of communication common to all people
and desires of any person in the relationship with
other individuals and society as a whole, to act not
as a means but as a purpose. Also, the issue of the
humanistic orientation of the anthropological para-
digm in philosophical sciences becomes important,
which will always be in contradiction with mani-
festations of materialism and objectivism. Accord-
ing to Montero, «The second issue refers to an-
thropological investigation itself: When anthropol-
ogists face a worldview that seems irrational to
them (or that is not based on their own way of
viewing the world), there is no other choice than
trying to elucidate its meaning» [11, p. 201].

Contradictions between universal intentions of
communicative theory and socio-cultural charac-
teristics of todaay’s world can be solved through
inclusive understanding of rationality within the
framework of communicative pragmatics. Respect
for a person as a primary value determines the pos-
sibility of their participation in the extraordinary
and everyday discourses on any level, provided
they formulate their own positions and respect oth-
er participants of the discussion. Dialogue as a
form of communication between two individuals
represents a model of rational cooperation with an
outcome that is acceptable to both parties. At that,
the symbolic form of thought expression or partic-
ipant’s behavior are not decisive when the inter-
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locutors understand each other. If the persons who
communicate appeal not only to a secular experi-
ence but also to a spiritual one, the communicative
action can be aimed at clarifying their positions
and their mutual coordination. In this regard,
Montero argues, «For Habermas rationality aimed
at understanding encompasses propositions of
practical, aesthetic, therapeutic, etc. character—
suggests that religious language may be included
in his discursive model of rationalization on two
levels. This language, which is embedded in the
modes of expression that characterize the life-
world, is also, to a great extent, aimed at producing
understanding concerning the common social
world and the subjective experience of differences
and identities» [11, p. 202 ].

Anthropological differences between people of
different races and cultures in today’s world are
leveled out because of the spread of global culture
all over the world. Hence, the experience of public
communication (an example of which is the com-
munication among UN representatives at interna-
tional forums) makes it possible to overcome dif-
ferences, to formulate appropriate rules of commu-
nication, and to achieve a common goal in case
when representatives of different nations and races
are results oriented. A certain characteristic is the
debate within the framework of a political compe-
tition where decorative and rhetorical speech pat-
terns and other extra-liguistic ways of persuasion
affect the balance of rationality and credibility in
the subject’s of viewpoints. Manipulative and
competitive aspects of the public self-presentation
and public discussion can manifest not only in
politics but also in other spheres of life. These
manifestations are no less a sign of human nature
than the desire for rational and regulated behavior
(see S. Pink, S. Abram (2015) [13]). However,
such behavior does not contradict the possibilities
for a person in the public space of self-presentation
and articulation of one’s position if it is done with
those means that do not harm the social environ-
ment. As Montero argues, «Although Habermas
has not explored this possibility, his insight pro-
vides a foundation for an approach of the classical
issue of the production of meaning in linguistic
interactions» [11, p. 202].

Defending one’s position in communicative in-
teractions may depend not only on personal and
cultural pecularities but also on preferences claim-
ing to be of universalist values. If a participant in a

communicative discourse professes certain reli-
gious ideas or adheres to political or ideological
doctrines, their position may be accepted not to the
full extent and seem ambiguous for the rest of the
community (see A. Irfan, (2016) [7]). Should the
participant insist on their positions, the individual
may engage in disputes and even conflicts with
others. Heuristics as a method of communicative
interaction does not fully meet the definition of a
conversation aimed at cooperation. The presenta-
tion of religious preferences in a secular state often
leads to a large-scale counter-multiculturalism pol-
icy that was actively introduced in Europe after
World War II and provided an opportunity for the
public representation of social and cultural charac-
teristics. However, at this stage such public presen-
tations encounter ambiguous perception from the
rest of the population, especially when it refers to
their perception of Islam in traditionally Christian
societies (see [7]. Conversely, the public sphere is
the space in which the security of public demon-
strations removes a possible counteraction, except
for cases of radicalism and extremism. A possibil-
ity of polylogue opens a new anthropological trait
of'a modern individual — the possibility of manifes-
tation of one's identity without the oppression of
the other’s identity. According to Montero, “The
concept of publicity will not be focused on so that
we may analyze processes in which religion serves
as a mediator between society and the state; it will
be resorted to analytically in order to understand
the way in which the present and virtual meanings
of differences that circulate as possibilities in the
horizon of the life-world are established, even if
temporarily, through the mediation of religious
categories in a configuration of identities gaining
public visibility and expression” [ 10, p. 203].
Therefore, rethinking the value of the public sphere
in the general cultural and social context is associ-
ated with the status of publicity, which is crucial
for the communication and information age.

The bourgeois public, which entered into free
and unlimited debates after the Second World War
in the early 21st century became a network of indi-
viduals and groups that communicate in the Inter-
net. In this regard, the practices of entertainment
that characterize the behavior of cyberspace con-
sumers cannot be attributed fully to the constitutive
content of the public sphere in the classical sense
of Habermas. For example, online gaming com-
munities that are very common in today's world do
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not deliberate social problems and do not make
public statements, yet they maintain contact and
interact with one another on a regular basis. Hence,
the anthropological correction of the public sphere
goes through the identification of practices, public
discussions and communicative interactions that
have social significance. In this context, Montero
argued, «The re-reading of the notion of public
sphere elaborated in [Habermas’s] work in 1962
makes it possible to constitute as new objects of
anthropological analysis, not only the objectifica-
tion of pre-constructed religious identities, cul-
tures, and beliefs that defend their (natural) rights
in the political arena, but also the communicative
flows from the life-world and the way they discur-
sively establish identities, traditions, and beliefs»
[11, p. 207]. Thus the shift of the emphasis in the
meaning of the public sphere towards the plurality
reveals a broad palette of anthropological mean-
ings and needs of the public self-presentation of
the modern individual.

The multiplicity of public spheres arises pri-
marily from the possibility of pluralistic contacts
and simultaneous membership of a person in many
communities. Being geographically in a specific
location, the modern individual can be an active
member of many discursive spaces and act as an
influential factor in many discussions. Throughout
one’s lifetime, a person can change contexts of
public discussions and move to different semantic
planes: from religious to professional. For this rea-
son, the concentration of senses of publicity around
political practices has being increasingly ques-
tioned. On the one hand, politics becomes a sphere
of technocratic management that requires expert
training, on the other hand, political discourse los-
es an imperious central position and focuses on
issues of societal interests’ advocacy at the politi-
cal level. According to Montero, «Cultural contro-
versies and negotiations between various publics
concerning the validity of certain propositions oc-
cur and become visible in the public sphere» [11,
p- 207].

The living conditions of the modern individual
suggest that the transition of many private and in-
dividual issues to the public sphere spawned doz-
ens of specialized discourses that relate to the
problematic existence of certain groups on a global
scale. Wars, revolutions, and natural disasters cre-
ate a sudden change in the usual human environ-
ment [2]. Emergency situations shift normal public

presentation practicies and motivations of public
communication. The process of making political
decisions that require a large-scale discussion is
becoming much narrower. Conversely, the dis-
course on negative anthropology can mobilize ac-
tive speakers to enter various public spheres and
they can inform their impressions from the deterio-
ration of human conditions and contribute to the
solution of urgent humanity problems by dissemi-
nating information about them. As Dennis Jo-
hannssen points out, «To speak only negatively
about the human being means not to prescribe what
it can or should be, but to account for what it lacks
under the prevailing social conditions. Possible
references for such philosophical work include
deprivation, economic inequality, hardship and the
like, which can be empirically analysed in the past
and present» [8, p. 3].

The anthropological significance of the public
sphere for the modern individual is not only in ac-
cess to the opportunities to discuss, but also in the
contemplation of problems of the modern individ-
ual based on the most comprehensive display of
the positions and opinions. Public spheres of mo-
dernity are becoming centers of a large-scale re-
flection on the modern life and their comprehen-
sion by modern society. The public sphere as a
communication space does not grant the status of
openness and importance to many questions that
are not important in the formal and regulatory re-
spect. However, by the way of transmitting them
and making them public one determines the level
of problematicity of those issues in the world. Ac-
cording to Johannssen, «Sonnemann believes the
ban on philosophical anthropology can and has to
be more than normative. In his eyes, the assump-
tion that man canachieve complete and conclusive
self-knowledge is a logical error capable of prov-
ing theoretical anthropology’s epistemological im-
possibility» [8, p. 7].

The public sphere is a key concept for solving
the key problem of the modern individual and their
status in information exchange and different levels
of communication. Whithin the framework of pub-
licity a person goes far beyond one’s perception of
the world trying to think in the categories of the
entire society or community. Thus, the cultural
characteristics of the emergent individual, who
cannot be outside the communicative spaces, are
formed. However, there remains the problem of
external interference to organic communicative
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spaces by administrative or political intentions that
would use the communicative potential manipula-
tively. According to Eric C. Thompson, Associate
Professor in the Department of Sociology at the
National University of Singapore, «Although con-
temporary academic anthropology has drawn
strong connections between the two, it remains the
case that culture is more often than not used as a
counterweight to politics—particularly progressive
or reform politics. Politics is a field of struggle and
change, but it is also tinged with suspicion and dis-
dain» [18, p. 462]. While the anthropological di-
mension of the public sphere reveals its political
essence, contemporary communicative theory pro-
vides reminiscences of the discoursive self-
presentation of the early industrial age. Therefore,
the contemporary philosophical tradition needs a
wider interpretation of appropriate practices of
public communication meaning.

Originality

Thus, in the anthropological dimension the
public sphere is the source of promising prospects
and the formation of defining restrictions. Publicity
is becoming a top quality of the modern individual
because of the need for its implementation in
communication practices. The network nature of
communicative ties makes the modern individual
produce a certain image for self- presentation to
society. Along with that, a situation of «quasi-
presentation» occurs when the public is presented
with some false issues instead of the real ones. An-
onymity in the interactive area of the Internet un-
dermines the possibility of important and socially
significant discussions. In this regard, the im-
portance of public human activity has not yet re-
ceived its full anthropological formulation.

Conclusions

Thus the anthropic dimension of public open-
ness gets manifested in two semantic directions:
the needs for self-representation in the society of
symbolic and communication competition and the
needs for establishing connections with other indi-

viduals, provided that traditional communication
links significantly narrowed. The public self-
representation has becomes the foundation for the
individual; it requires the manifestation of those
personal qualities that had not previously fallen
within the competence of the person (including an
ability to use technical devices, satisfying selfish
needs and instant gratification, and overall living in
the society of entertainment and consumption).
The self-presentation in the public sphere is the
basis for success, socialization and an increase in
status in the social hierarchy.

Search for new contacts and cyber communica-
tions reveals the problem of dysfunction of social
communicative practices not only at the public
level but on the private and even intimate level.
Understanding the other in communicative con-
tacts is increasingly taking on the character of ra-
tionalization and cost-benefit analysis, that ques-
tions the comprehention of the interlocutor’s per-
sonality and condition. Overall, it can be argued
that the anthropological dimension of the public
sphere in todat’s world reveals aspects of manipu-
lativeness and distortion of communicative inten-
tions that distort the ethical clearness of interper-
sonal communication defined in the classical con-
ceptions of communication theory by J. Habermas
and K.-O. Apel. The anthropological dimension of
the contemporary public sphere of politics empha-
sizes in a paradoxical way the impossibility of its
realization in a real society. Besides, the real com-
munication in the public sphere reveals the possi-
bility to demonstrate reallife issues and priorities
that concerne the modern individual. In this re-
spect, the Internet and the cyber revolution can
more widely present the issues that concern the
majority of humanity in the online mode. This in-
creases for large masses of people the possibility of
participation in specific events, despite their re-
mote location. The prospect of further considera-
tion of the issues raised in this article is to examine
the anthropic measurement of manipulative com-
munication in the postmodern.

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CHARITY IN THE PROCESS OF FORMING THE HUMANIST
AXIOSPHERE OF CIVIL SOCIETY

Purpose. The research characterizes the charity as part of civil society, which develops based on humanism in
modern society. Methodology of the article is based on the complex direction of research in the dialectical interac-
tion of the triad of a single, a special and a general that allowed to consider certain phenomena in development and
interconnection, unity and contradiction, in particular, in the study and analysis of individual concepts. The author
used the method of abstraction and induction with the purpose of imaginary departure from the nonessential proper-
ties and connections characterizing individual concepts, with simultaneous isolation of their most important features.
Originality. The author for the first time in this work has designated the interrelation between methodological ap-
proaches and diverse practical versions of the development of charity and the opportunities of civil society based on
the humanistic principle. The paper presents the developed and ready for use hierarchical pyramid of charity, the
criteria for placing elements of which is the creation of the most favorable conditions for the practical development
of human in general and his humanistic qualities in particular, which is directly correlated with the Maslow pyramid
of needs. The author has introduced and explained the notion of «active charity», as an activity that comprehensive-
ly solves social problems. Conclusions. Charity, as an institutional and resource component of civic activity, acts as
one of the practical ways of building a society on the humanity principles. However, not all forms of charity are
equally effective. Representatives of active charity, the highest level of the hierarchical structure of charity, are fi-
nancially stable, conscious individuals who directly act as practitioners of humanism and become most effective.

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THE SOCIO-ANTHROPOLOGICAL IDEAS IN THE AMERICAN
CRITICAL REALISM (GEORGE SANTAYANA)

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to analyze George Santayana’s socio-anthropological ideas, which are
presented in his works The Life of Reason: or The Phases of Human Progress and Dominations and Powers: Reflec-
tions on Liberty, Society and Government. Realization of the purpose will provide fresh insight into the problem of
finding the value basis of modern human existence, ways of improving self-knowledge with the aim of further self-
realization and development of the latent potential. Methodology. The methodological basis of the investigation is a
pluralistic strategy that combines historical-philosophical analysis and the socio- anthropological approach. Origi-
nality. Santayana’s ideas about the human and society may seem utopian in the context of the realities of modern
life. On the other hand, his concept that the vital mission of humans is to live the way they were destined to remains
topical. Acceptance of one’s fate leads not to inaction and self-denial but to self-knowledge and action, to self-
expression in science, poetry, religion and art, to realization of one's true mission, which is of a culture creator. His
idea about the primary role of the USA in establishing a rational and fair world order is also topical. Conclusions.
The way to self-realization of the human being is through the self-knowledge in the Socratic sense and the scientific
knowledge of the world around. The objective of the scientific cognition does not imply that reason should guide
life, but that it may help to achieve a certain harmony between the conflicting desires, passions and ambitions of the
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human being, and the vital «impulses» of different people or countries by means of a compromise. Reason may help
to rationalize life, at least partially, so that it could become more stable and safe to ensure happiness and freedom,
which are the greatest desires of every human being.

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PHILOSOPHY OF WAR AND PEACE: IN SEARCH OF NEW EUROPEAN
SECURITY STRATEGY

Introduction. The contemporary European social and cultural landscape feels the pressure of security challeng-
es. It is true, that Europe has a strategy of overcoming the possible challenges, but it has sense to review ones strate-
gy abilities to be effective at the face of new manifestations of aggression. Methodology. The authors use heuristic
philosophical methodology which can make mentioned strategy more holistic having clear vision of the essence of
war and peace phenomena. The research is going to perform precious conceptualization of the strategy contours
initiated at the previous publications of O. Bazaluk. Originality. Authors defined the series “fatal” mistakes of the
European Security Strategy and formulated the list of objectives of the revised security strategy. Conclusions. Five
key objectives of perspective European Security Strategy were formulated. The first objective should include the
complex measures for the identification, registration and organization of the system of preventive work with mental-
ities, in which the pathologies in the structure and function of the neural ensembles of subconsciousness and con-
sciousness are clearly expressed that refract the active principle (as natural force) in aggressive manifestations. The
second one should include the complex measures ensuring control over the direction of the physicochemical, predis-
posing, provoking and supporting factors of the external environment that have a direct impact on the manifestations
of a mental space in ontogeny. The third objective should include the complex measures of prediction and solution
of international (interstate) conflicts. The fourth objective of the security strategy should be aimed at eliminating the
cause of war. The fifth objective should provide the complex measures involving the peaceful extension of comfort-

able conditions for the full realization of its internal creative potentials by a mental space.
Keywords: European Security Strategy; philosophy of war; philosophy of peace; USSR collapse; Russian ag-

Introduction

The contemporary European social and cultural
landscape feels the pressure of security challenges.
There is need to find an answer on the question:
does European Security Strategy takes into account
the essential nature of war and peace social phe-
nomena and fits the contemporary challenges?

The European Security Strategy was adopted in
December 2003 and became a new stage in the de-
velopment of the foreign and security policies of the
European Union. As follows from the text adopted
by the European Parliament, the fundamental idea
of the European Strategy is a secure Europe in a
better world [1]. In 2003, the authors of the Europe-
an Security Strategy prescribed: “Large-scale ag-
gression against any member state is now improba-
ble” [1]. In the strategy, the following top threats to
European security were identified as: Terrorism,
proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, re-
gional conflicts, state failure, and organized crime.
Based on the identified threats, the authors have

prescribed the following strategic objectives [1]:

— Addressing the threats (terrorism, prolifera-
tion, regional conflicts, etc.).

— Building security in our neighbourhood (Bal-
kans, Mediterranean, Southern Caucasus, Middle
East).

— An international order based on effective mul-
tilateralism (international law, key institutions, re-
gional organizations, rule-based international order).

Five years later, in December 2008, Javier Sola-
na introduced the prepared report on the implemen-
tation of the European security strategy, together
with the European Commission, to the European
Council: “Providing Security in a Changing World.”
In the report, the authors have tried to clarify the
main threats to European security, because the
events clearly were not following the scenario of the
European Security Strategy of 2003. It became ap-
parent that the European Security Strategy was not
able to predict the actual course of events. In 2008,
the main threats to the security of Europe were con-
sidered as: Proliferation of weapons of mass de-
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struction, terrorism and organized crime, cyber se-
curity, energy security, and climate change [19].

Based on the adjusted list of the global challeng-
es and top threats, the following ways to reach sta-
bility in Europe and beyond were recommended
[19]:

— Enlargement of the European Union: Turkey,
the Western Balkans.

— European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP):
Ukraine, Georgia, Mediterranean, Middle East.

— Security and development nexus.

— Piracy.

— Combeat illicit accumulation and trafficking of
SALW and their ammunition, cluster munitions, and
landmines.

A lot of researches underlined, the in the Euro-
pean Security Strategy of 2008 as a high-level doc-
ument, there were too many miscalculations. The
main ones are the following: 1) the enlargement of
the European Union by the limitrophe states; 2) the
failures concerning the development and behavior
of the Russian Federation in the international arena;
3) the assumption of the war in Ukraine; 4) the atti-
tudes towards refugees. All the events were predict-
ed neither in the edition of 2003 nor of 2008 by the
European Security Strategy, although, as we shall
see below, they were obvious and easily calculated
[5, p. 22].

From 2015, the question raised by the social
practice was formulated in a following way: “Is cur-
rent strategy still effective in 2017?”. At our article
authors also raises the following question: “Does
strategy takes into account the nature of war and
peace social phenomena?”. It looks productive to
use the approaches of social and political philoso-
phy trying to find the contours of new strategy of
European security.

The research objective is to define new ap-
proaches which could make European security strat-
egy adequate to contemporary geopolitical chal-
lenges. This aim can be achieved using heuristic
philosophical methodology which can make men-
tioned strategy more holistic having clear vision of
the essence of war and peace phenomena. The re-
search is going to perform precious conceptualiza-
tion of the strategy contours initiated at the previous
publications [4; 5].

Statement of basic material

First of all, at the article authors are going to ex-

plicate the main ideas of current security strategy as
well as perform the historical and philosophical ana-
lyze of the essence of war and peace concepts. It
looks fruitful to reformulate the key principles of
European security strategy by extrapolating the ide-
as of famous philosophers of the modern European
cultural landscape. It would let to formulate the ef-
fective response on the security threats which take
place last years in Europe.

The history of European security strategy trans-
formation demonstrates that 2015 is a year of re-
evaluation of real possibilities of existing strategy to
overcome the security challenges. On June 9 2015,
the European Parliament issued the briefing: “To-
wards a new European security strategy? Assessing
the impact of changes in the global security envi-
ronment” [24]. In the briefing, the brief presentation
of the results of analytical work in the field of Euro-
pean security, conducted by three leading interna-
tional security institutes in Europe: Chatham House
in London, the Foundation for Strategic Research in
Paris, and the Stockholm International Peace Re-
search Institute, was presented. The research fo-
cused on the objective analysis of the achievements
and shortcomings of the past two versions of the
European Security Strategy, as well as [24]:

— The changes of the nature of conflicts (hybrid
conflicts; leveling the battlefields); unresolved terri-
torial disputes and frozen conflicts; ideological and
religious conflicts.

— Terrorism — a persistent threat.

— New military technologies and strategies: ex-
plosive weaponry in highly populated areas; guided
missiles, UAVs and armed drones; the use of weap-
ons of mass destruction.

— The growth in digital technologies: cyber de-
pendencies and the Internet; cyber technologies for
war, targeting and attack; cyber vulnerabilities of
the critical infrastructure.

— Strategic threats due to climate change.

— Maritime security.

— The EU’s Eastern neighbourhood: Ukraine,
Georgia, and Moldova.

— The Middle East and North Africa.

— Western Balkan security issues.

— The “new” Russia.

— Sub-Saharan Africa.

— Evolution of strategic alliances: the evolution
of US strategic interest; BRICS, regional powers in
Asia and Latin America.

At the same time, the security strategy didn’t
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take into account the high level of challenges poten-
tially produced by Russian Federation. The hybrid
nature of security challenges is strengthened by de-
veloped technologies of misinformation at the Inter-
net and as well as by mobility turn at contemporary
society [9; 21; 22]. It resonates with the paradigmal
changes at geopolitics: it started being comprehend-
ed not form the methodological positions of materi-
alist, but form the standpoint of textual discoursive
practices [10, p. 4]. We also understand that post-
soviet social-cultural space is a fruitful territory for
realization of hybridity-oriented geopolitical scenar-
ios [12, p. 178-179].

The USSR collapse initiated the wide transfor-
mations of geopolitical strategies in Europe and the
aggressive Russian politics were underestimated. At
the beginning of the 21st century, taking advantage
of the collapse of the USSR and the weakness of the
legal successor of the Soviet Union — the Russian
Federation — the European Union rushed to expand
the borders of its world of historical ideas, taking
into its membership the limitrophe states. There was
the so-called “fifth» enlargement of the European
Union by the countries of the Eastern bloc.

At the same time, powerful European countries
(the UK, Germany and France) have established
close economic relations with the Russian Federa-
tion. Especially after Vladimir Putin came to power,
European politicians, businessmen, public figures
and scientists, charmed by the natural resources of
Russia and the idea of turning Russia into a Europe-
an state (the idea of Paneuropean Union), opened
the world of their achievements and developments
to the Russians [5, p. 155-156].

It is easy to find that breaking all the canons of
political science, in the period of 2000-2013 the
European countries have made every effort to re-
store the political power of its direct competitor —
the Russian Federation. Even the USA, which is
considered the centre of the development of political
science, took an active part in this recovery.

Why, in respect of the Russian Federation, did
European countries act contrary to history, logic,
theory and practice? The previous researches let us
say that there are several causes: political corrup-
tion; lack of understanding of the ontology of war
and peace; the predominance of national interests
over global (universal); and miscalculations in the
European Security Strategy [4; 5].

The complete rethink of the role of the Russian
Federation in the history of Europe and the world by

the ruling Russian elite took place in the period be-
tween the two wars of conquest against Georgia and
Ukraine. The world of historical ideas of the Rus-
sian Federation from self-isolation proceeded to
open external aggression — “the liberation of Eu-
rope” and the expansion of the borders of the “Rus-
sian world.” The European security system is now
faced with a new challenge — the aggressive policy
of Putin’s totalitarian regime. The reincarnation of
the Russian Federation from a space-victim (during
the reign of Boris Yeltsin) to a space-aggressor (dur-
ing the reign of Vladimir Putin), which from 2014
to the present time is the primary destructive and
destabilizing force in Europe and in the world, is the
roughest and, even, most criminal, miscalculation in
the European Security Strategy [5, p. 155]. But we
all have to take into account saying about the securi-
ty strategy, that inter-state wars and wars of territo-
rial conquest served a critical role in enabling the
development of strong and capable government in-
stitutions in Europe [7, p. 4].

From the point of view of the theory of war and
peace, the actions of the European politicians at the
beginning of the 21st century are perceived as the
intentional destruction of the conditions of a regula-
tory compromise in Europe, which was established
after the collapse of the Soviet Union. How else can
we explain the contradictory nature of the actions:
on the one hand, the European Union member states
in the period of 2000-2013 intentionally restored
the Russian Federation as a space-aggressor, invest-
ing billions and helping to develop the latest tech-
nologies, including the military, while, on the other
hand in the same period, the European Union ex-
panded the borders of its world of historical ideas
through the limitrophe states, which were a little
over 10 years ago in the world of historical ideas of
Russia (the former USSR)?

The complete absence of logical behavior in Eu-
ropean politics was it was necessary either to isolate
Russia, or to invest billions not in the economy of
Russia but in the economy of the limitrophe states,
by helping them to rise to the level of the economies
of European Union countries, or else to restore Rus-
sia, but not to provoke it by the expansion of bor-
ders through the limitrophe states that Russia always
intended to have [5, p. 161].

All these facts demonstrate that there is a lack of
understanding of the essence of war and peace phe-
nomena at contemporary European mentality. At the
result, European Security Strategy could not provide
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effective mechanisms of counter-strategy for geopo-
litical aggression at the beginning of the 21st centu-
ry. Let’s make a brief explication of philosopher’s
ideas according the essence of war and peace phe-
nomena. We underline that it would help to make a
heuristic revision of key approaches of European
Security Strategy making it corresponding to new
challenges. Also we want to underline that men-
tioned explication is going to demonstrate the his-
torical evolution of Plato’s ideas concerning war
and peace phenomena (Plato’s line at the authors
theory of war and peace) starting form the Stoicism
philosophical heritage.

The representatives of Stoicism — a philosophi-
cal school, which was founded in Athens around
300 BC, interpreted, opposing Democritus’ (Thu-
cydides) line, the understanding of the problem of
war and peace in the theories of international rela-
tions. Developing the ideas of Plato, the Stoics were
speculating on a “unified world state” formed and
existing according to universal reason. The Stoics
put the idea of human freedom at a new level of un-
derstanding at the scale of the Earth, which was first
expressed by Socrates and Diogenes. The ideology
of global or cosmopolitan citizenship developed by
the Stoics meant an important stage in the develop-
ment of Greek thought. From comprehension of the
origin, development and relationship closed auton-
omous poleis, the ancient Greek philosophers
moved to comprehension of the moral unity of the
human race. A century later, the idea of cosmopoli-
tanism of the Stoics became the basis of a Christian
worldview concerning the global unity of people
created in God's image and likeness. St. Augustine
in his treatise “The City of God” (De Civitate Dei in
Latin), written in 413427, formulated the two im-
portant ideas for our research [5, p. 22-23].

First, Augustine introduced the history of hu-
manity as the coexistence of the Heavenly City (lat.
Dei ciuitas) and the Earthly City (lat. Terrena ciui-
tas). In book 11, chapter 1, he wrote: “I will en-
deavor to treat of the origin, and progress, and de-
served destinies of the two cities (the earthly and the
heavenly, to wit), which, as we said, are in this pre-
sent world commingled, and, as it were, entangled
together” [20, 1887]. Augustine’s idea remained
relevant for more than a thousand years (up to the
Renaissance) and was laid down as the basis of the
confrontation between the political doctrines of the
Roman Catholic Church and the secular power.
Guided by Augustine’s idea, the fathers of the Ro-

man Catholic Church with war and peace tried to
impose a uniform European political system — the
dominance of “the City of God.” In the 11™ century,
Pope Gregory VII almost succeeded to do it. How-
ever, as a result of the bloody and centuries-long
conflict, the Earthly City defended its right to exist
after all. In the 13" century, in the works of St.
Thomas Aquinas, the Renaissance of Aristotle’s
political ideas and the recognition of the rights of
states and political communities for the autonomous
existence took place [3]. The reality of political life
took precedence over the utopia of the Heavenly
City.

Augustine’s second idea is related to the under-
standing of the importance of a just kingdom that
was implied in the concept of “just war.” In book 4,
chapter 15, Augustine wrote: “...to carry on war
and extend a kingdom over wholly subdued nations
seems to bad men to be felicity, to good men neces-
sity” [20]. Alternatively, in book 19, chapter 7, Au-
gustine formulated the same idea as follows: “...the
wise man will wage just wars. As if he would not all
the rather lament the necessity of just wars, if he
remembers that he is a man; for if they were not just
he would not wage them, and would therefore be
delivered from all wars” [20]. Augustine’s ideas
highlighted by us contributed to the further devel-
opment of theoretical understanding of the problem
of war and peace in international relations. We em-
phasise that both ideas Augustine deduced from the
basic for Plato’s line of philosophising postulate
about a single beginning (creation) of the universe.
Following Plotinus, Augustine improved Plato’s
idea of the unity of the world: “...the one God, the
author of this universe, who is not only above every
body, being incorporeal, but also above all souls,
being incorruptible — our principle, our light, our
good” [20].

Plato’s line in comprehension of the problem of
war and peace in the theories of international rela-
tions was most clearly manifested at the beginning
of the 16th century when it was directly opposed to
Democritus’ (Thucydides) line, which was repre-
sented at the time in the works of Niccolo Machia-
velli. Desiderius Erasmus Roterodamus, and later in
Francisco de Vitoria, Francisco Suarez, Hugo Gro-
tius, Emeric Crucé, abbé de Saint-Pierre, John
Locke and some other researchers laid the founda-
tions of the ethical and legal (idealistic) paradigm,
which is currently represented in the theories of in-
ternational relations by the theories of liberalism
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and neoliberalism. In this paradigm, the idea of con-
tinuity of policy and morality, the idea of the possi-
bility of improving reality, and the principle of duty
are defended. Each of the scientists mentioned
above pays close attention to the problem of war
and peace. For example, Erasmus, in the book «The
Complaint of Peace», published in 1517, gives the
following definition of peace and war: «Now, if 1,
whose name is Peace, am a personage glorified by
the united praise of God and man, as the fountain,
the parent, the nurse, the patroness, the guardian of
every blessing which either heaven or earth can be-
stow; if without me nothing is flourishing, nothing
safe, nothing pure or holy, nothing pleasant to mor-
tals, or grateful to the Supreme Being; if, on the
contrary, war is one vast ocean, rushing on man-
kind, of all the united plagues and pestilences in
nature; if, at its deadly approach, every blossom of
happiness is instantly blasted, everything that was
improving gradually degenerates and dwindles
away to nothing, everything that was firmly sup-
ported totters on its foundation, everything that was
formed for long duration comes to a speedy end,
and everything that was sweet by nature is turned
into bitterness» [11].

In the treatise «The three books of the Law of
War and Peace», published in 1625, following the
basic ideas of Desiderius Erasmus concerning the
establishment of a peaceful world order, the elimi-
nation of forces from the international order and
careful regulation of the legality of the war, Hugo
Grotius systematized international law and pre-
scribed the legal basis of the war, which formed the
basis of international law in the modern period. In
1713, abbé de Saint-Pierre proposed the project of
«perpetual peace.» In 1795, a treatise, «Perpetual
Peace», by Immanuel Kant was published, which
can be regarded as the main work among «small
treatises» on the issues of philosophy of history and
politics, published in the years 1784-1798 [14].

The creators of the American democracy made a
significant contribution to the comprehension of war
and peace in international relations. For example,
Thomas Jefferson in the United States Declaration
of Independence, which was adopted by the Second
Continental Congress on July 4 1776, wrote: «We
hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are
created equal, that they are endowed by their Crea-
tor with certain unalienable Rights that among these
are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness. —
That to secure these rights, Governments are insti-

tuted among Men, deriving their just powers from
the consent of the governed, — That whenever any
Form of Government becomes destructive of these
ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abol-
ish it, and to institute new Government, laying its
foundation on such principles and organizing its
powers in such form, as to them shall seem most
likely to effect their Safety and Happiness» [23].
Charles-Louis de Montesquieu, Thomas Paine,
Thomas Jefferson, and others defended the idea that
the law was able only to stop the violence, but not
eradicate it; that the destinies of independence of
states, and the Republican system, depended only
on the moral development of people [5, p. 26-27].

The makers of the French Revolution of 1789,
their ideas and the practical realization of those ide-
as narrowed the understanding of war and peace in
the lines of Plato and Democritus (Thucydides). The
ideas of Jean-Jacques Rousseau and Charles-Louis
de Montesquieu from the field of philosophical dis-
cussions were embodied in daily life, for example,
the changes which have taken place in the interna-
tional legal status of the French people. A new revo-
lutionary law that was adopted in that period in
France rejected the sovereignty of the monarchs and
recognized the sovereign people as a subject of in-
ternational law, which exercised their will through
representative institutions. The French of «subjects»
of the state (sujet) became «citizens» (citoyen),
which possessed equal rights to participate in the
development of the nation and the state.

A new level of understanding of the problem of
war and peace in international relations of Plato’s
line gave the works of German philosophers: Im-
manuel Kant, Johann Gottlieb Fichte, Georg Wil-
helm Hegel and some others. For example, Georg
Wilhelm Hegel criticized the idea of «perpetual
peace» and put the idea of war at a new level of un-
derstanding. In the third part, «Philosophy of
Right», published in 1820, Hegel wrote: «War has
the higher significance that, by its agency... the eth-
ical health of peoples is preserved in their indiffer-
ence to the stabilization of finite institutions; just as
the blowing of the winds preserves the sea from the
foulness which would be the result of a prolonged
calm, so also corruption in nations would be the
product of prolonged, let alone 'perpetual’, peace»
[13, p. 361]. Hegel has enriched the idea of war and
peace by a new approach that Gennady Novikov
formulated as follows: «The world is immortal in
the dialectics of life and death epochs, societies,
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civilizations; some of them die, producing others,
making the further ascent to the knowledge of abso-
lute spirit. The destiny of each nation is unique. In
some periods, this or that nation is called upon to
perform its mission, using violence, resorting to im-
perialism in relation to other peoples. Thus, the
world’s progress is carried out» [18].

The understanding of the problem of war and
peace in Plato’s line greatly enriched the ideas ex-
pressed by the outstanding philosopher Henri Berg-
son in the last book «The Two Sources of Morality
and Religion», published in 1932. In the final chap-
ter of the book «Mechanics and mysticism», Berg-
son tried to convey the biological understanding of
the war by human nature and human society. Ac-
cording to Bergson, natural society is the opposite
of democracy. It is a monarchical or oligarchic re-
gime [6].

To Plato’s line, in the understanding of war and
peace in international relations, one could include
the fundamental research of Pierre Renouvin on this
problem. Renouvin was a participant of the First
World War. In April 1917, he lost his left arm, be-
cause of being wounded. Perhaps this is why in the
research of Renouvin, one could observe not only
realism but also the search for deeper meanings in-
herent in Plato’s line of philosophising. In the book
«Immediate Origins of the War», as well as in other
studies, Renouvin researched the origins of war and
came to comprehension that the development of
international relations was caused by so-called
«deep forces», to which he attributed: geographical
conditions, demographic processes, economic and
financial interests, the features of mass psychology,
significant emotional flows. Renouvin focused on
studying the role of the individual (the head of state,
a political leader) in the history of war and peace
and believed that emotions, the features of a mental-
ity and the value orientations of a political leader
were the important factors in the assessment of for-
eign manifestations of the nation and the state. To-
gether with other prominent French historian and
political scientist Jean-Baptiste Duroselle, they de-
veloped a typology of characters of political leaders,
highlighting the most important, from their point of
view, quality of an individual [4; 5].

In recent decades, the understanding of the prob-
lem of war and peace in the lines of Plato and
Democritus (Thucydides) in international relations
became closer. As we have said before, their divi-
sion was initially conditional and artificial, because

the subject of the study of war and peace in interna-
tional relations is only the field of philosophising of
Democritus’ line. In the book “Neorealism and Ne-
oliberalism: The Contemporary. Debate”, which
was published in 1993, edited by David Baldwin,
six key points were highlighted that made the theo-
ries of neorealism and neoliberalism in international
relations closer (and, accordingly, their views on
war and peace) [17].

We have only focused on the key, in our view,
stages of the development. In the semantic space of
philosophy, political science and sociology, apart
from the authors mentioned above, the problem of
war and peace was investigated by Francis Bacon,
Karl Marx, Friedrich Engels, Pitirim Sorokin, Vla-
dimir Solovyov, Michel Foucault, Karl Popper,
Henry Kissinger, Alvin Toffler, Samuel Huntington,
Bruce Bueno de Mesquita, James D. Morrow, Nas-
sim Nicholas Taleb, Mary Kaldor, and many others.

The explication of the theoretical approaches
from the history of philosophy can became a fruitful
step for revision of European Security Strategy. The
EU’s policy on the enlargement process after the
collapse of the Soviet Union was a “fatal” mistake
in the European Security Strategy, not only because
of the opposition to this enlargement from the Rus-
sian Federation. The problem lies in the rhizome —
in the plane of understanding of the difference be-
tween space-aggressors and space-victims, which
include all the limitrophe states. A mental space-
aggressor is distinguished from the limitrophe state
by the factors of the macro environment: demo-
graphic; economic; political; legal; socio-cultural;
environmental and geographic; and technological. It
is these factors when making significant decisions at
the scale of Europe (and the world) ensure the au-
tonomy and independence of the political position
of a space-aggressor, and the indecision and ambiv-
alence of the limitrophe policy. The domestic and
foreign policy of the limitrophe states is influenced
by space-aggressors, and this is their main differ-
ence.

The two fatal mistakes of European politicians
that were found in the period from 1991 to 2013 by
methods of geophilosophy as theory of war and
peace, the third mistake is added which was made
by the governments of leading European countries
in the period from 2015 to the present time. Let us
formulate this mistake as follows: placing the popu-
lation, which espouses a completely different cul-
ture (the world of historical ideas) in a space of its
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world of historical ideas is equivalent to actualize
the third cause of the endless localization of Earth’s
space (the third cause of war), when the sacramental
worlds of historical ideas of the several mental
spaces compete for the same locus, as a territory. It
is like inciting a conflict intentionally between the
national idea and alien culture, which at any mo-
ment can actualize nationalist sentiment and esca-
late into national pogroms, massacres, civil war, etc.

The redrawing of borders in Europe, started by
Russia on 27 February 2014, cannot be stopped in
the short term. As the analysis of the preceding three
large-scale redrawing of borders in Europe, this
process continues for about 5-10 years. As a result
of the revitalization process of endless localization,
the primary problem facing European politicians is
to not allow the lands of Europe to turn into “bloody
lands.” For this purpose, it is necessary to focus on
the achievement of two main objectives:

1. Increase the efficiency of educational
technologies, which on the one hand need to lay the
foundation of worldview in the rising generations,
i.e. stereotypes and a setting of peace, tolerance and
good neighbourliness, on the other, identify
mentalities that are apt to aggressive manifestations.

2. Eliminate the causes of the war and restore a
regulatory compromise between the interests of the
four leading European mental space-aggressors:
Great Britain, Germany, Russia and France, as well
as the interests of the United States, the limitrophe
states, and other self-sufficient countries in Europe.

Saying about educational potential in overcom-
ing of security challenges, we share the following
approach of Serhiy Klepko: «For the holistic or in-
tegrated understanding of the culture of peace for
the needs of education, the importance of philosoph-
ical knowledge of the nature and causes of modern
wars, armed combat and non-military forms of con-
frontation, defense issues, particularly within the
philosophy of education» [15, p. 47]. In our view,
any security strategy (both global and regional)
should consist of a theoretical part and practical rec-
ommendations. It should be emphasized that it is not
conservation, but namely maintenance of a regulato-
ry compromise, because according to the first and
second assertions of the theory, mental spaces and
their manifestations are complicated nonlinearly and
continuously. Therefore, to maintain a regulatory
compromise in the conditions of a continuously and
nonlinearly complicating mental space of the Earth
and its manifestations, it is actually impossible. It

can only be supported by predicting, and a timely
response to changes in the rhizome of a mental
space and its manifestations.

The theory of war and peace allows us to objec-
tively identify the range of problems facing the se-
curity strategy. Indeed, endless localization of
Earth’s space cannot be stopped, because it is a nat-
ural process caused by the universal laws of evolu-
tion. However, the professionally written security
strategy may well prevent the war as a way to ex-
tend the possibilities of a locus of civilization and
keep the conditions of peace effectively. It follows
that the security strategy should have specific objec-
tives for the prevention of the causes of war and
limit of the possibilities of aggressive manifestations
on the part of any mental space at the scale of the
Earth.

The theory of war and peace reveals the ways of
the means by which it is possible to maintain a regu-
latory compromise in a mental space. Mainly, the
ways and means are concentrated in educational
technologies, the impact of which is precisely di-
rected to the formation and maintenance of certain
stereotypes and sets in a rhizome of mental space.
The aggressive or peaceful direction of the manifes-
tations of the active principle of a mental space in
the material and virtual worlds depends mainly on
the direction of the stereotypes and sets that are laid
in a complicating mentality and mental space by
educational technologies in the first twenty years of
ontogenesis, as well as in the course of lifelong
learning [5, p. 165].

Thus, the goal of any security strategy is a
maintenance of a regulatory compromise between
continuously and nonlinearly complicating loci of
civilization; the objectives of the security strategy
should be aimed at eliminating the causes of war
and limiting the possibilities for aggressive manifes-
tations on the part of any mental space-aggressor;
the ways and means of the security strategy are con-
centrated on the potential of educational technolo-
gies.

Conclusions

As a conclusion we want to clarify the list of ob-
jectives of the European Security Strategy. From the
theory of war and peace, as well as its basic asser-
tions, it follows:

The first objective of the security strategy should
include the complex measures for the identification,
registration and organization of the system of pre-
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ventive work with mentalities, in which the pathol-
ogies in the structure and function of the neural en-
sembles of subconsciousness and consciousness are
clearly expressed that refract the active principle (as
natural force) in aggressive manifestations. We
know that, for objective reasons in each new genera-
tion of a mental space, there are about 1 percent of
mentalities apt to manifestations of aggression.

No less a danger to society represented by men-
talities formed under the influence of educational
technologies by the stereotypes of aggression and
aggressive sets. In this regard, it is necessary to de-
velop the methodology for revealing not only those
mentalities but also systems of education aimed at
the formation of the stereotypes of aggression and
aggressive sets in a mental space. The improve-
ments of technologies, tactics and strategies of war,
terrorism, organised crime, piracy, cybercrime, and
many others are the manifestations of internal crea-
tive potentials of mentalities with the pathologies in
the structure and functions of the brain, or with the
stable stereotypes and sets of aggressiveness.

The second objective of the security strategy
should include the complex measures ensuring con-
trol over the direction of the physicochemical, pre-
disposing, provoking and supporting factors of the
external environment that have a direct impact on
the manifestations of a mental space in ontogeny. It
is important to develop and use the methods that
would allow:

a) Identification of the physicochemical, predis-
posing, provoking and supporting factors of the ex-
ternal environment, aimed at the formation of the
stereotypes of aggression and aggressive sets in a

mental space.

b) Effective influence on environmental factors,
changing their direction from aggressive manifesta-
tions to the ethics of good neighbourliness and
peace.

¢) The efficient use of environmental factors for
the formation of stereotypes of peace, collaboration
and tolerance towards other cultures in a mental
space.

The third objective of the security strategy
should include the complex measures of prediction
and solution of international (interstate) conflicts.
The neglect of the third cause of the war turns into
large-scale border changes of loci of civilization,
which are often accompanied by massive loss of life
and destruction. The security strategy should in-
clude the methods of de-actualization of a conflict
and its subsequent decision.

The fourth objective of the security strategy
should be aimed at eliminating the main cause of
war and include:

a) The methodology for assessing the relevance
of the world of historical ideas in a locus of civiliza-
tion.

b) The prediction of competition from other
worlds of historical ideas and the threat of conflict.

¢) The calculation of behaviours of a mental
space in the case of de-actualization of the world of
historical ideas.

The fifth objective of the security strategy should
provide the complex measures involving the peace-
ful extension of comfortable conditions for the full
realization of its internal creative potentials by a
mental space.

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HISTORICAL-PHILOSOPHICAL-LEGAL RESEARCH OF THE
PHENOMENON OF THE GENDER AS THE FACTOR OF THE SOCIAL
STATUS OF THE UKRAINIAN WOMAN

Topicality. Under the conditions of Ukraine’s integration into the European community, there is an urgent need
to restructure all social institutions, freeing them from all forms of discrimination, including on the basis of gender.
Modern problems of the state's socioeconomic development require a new look at the functional roles of men and
women, as well as the understanding that the political, economic, cultural future of society depends on overcoming
gender stereotypes that are deeply rooted in the social and individual consciousness and inhibit social progress, and
also the development of democracy. That is why, today, it is extremely important to study the issue of social influ-
ence and the role of women and determine their social status against the backdrop of the historical development of
our state. Purpose. The article studies the emergence and adoption of the phenomenon of gender as a factor of the
social status of the Ukrainian woman in the historical, philosophical and legal realm. Methodology. In the research
process the authors used the methods of analyzing and synthesizing historical sources to study the content and main
provisions of philosophical concepts and legal norms that formed the social status of a Ukrainian woman at different
historical periods of society development, with their subsequent comparison and generalization.
Originality. The work further develops the theory of gender processes with the use of interdisciplinary approaches
to the study of the phenomenon of gender in the historical, philosophical and legal field as a factor of the social sta-
tus of the Ukrainian woman, to critically re-evaluate the value guidelines on the construction of modern society and
the formation of new ideas about the role and model of behavior of men and women and their interaction in society.
Conclusions. For a long time, the social status of women was formed under the influence of philosophical views
and concepts, slowly turned into the moral traditions of peoples and the rule of law. The high status of a woman, as
a full-fledged member of society, formed in the early state stages, lost its relevance already in the days of antiquity.
The woman became a symbol of exclusively domestic, family relations and played the role of guardian of the pri-
vate foundations of the social being of men. This trend found its continuation in the Roman Empire, significantly
increased in the Middle Ages and left an imprint in the philosophy of modern times and German classical philoso-
phy. In the period from Kievan Rus to the twentieth century, the Ukrainian woman remained a victim of stereotyped
thinking. Despite the normative settlement of the equality of men and women in modern conditions, this equality has
a purely declarative nature.

WILL TO TRUTH IN THE PHILOSOPHY OF PRAGMATISM

Purpose. Since the clear statement of the will-to-truth question as an existential has not been fulfilled before,
this article is devoted to the solution of such a task. In connection with the above, the purpose of the study is to ana-
lyze the phenomenon of will to truth in the philosophy of pragmatism. This involves the following tasks: the defini-
tion of the basic principles of understanding the truth in the works of theorists of pragmatism; analysis of the phe-
nomenon of «will to believe» in pragmatism; development and selection of the phenomenon of will to truth, its es-
sence and factors within the framework of pragmatic philosophy. Methodology. The author used analytical, com-
parative and phenomenological methods in the research. Originality. For the first time, the paper articulates the
existential of the will to truth, its essence and factors on the subject of the philosophy of pragmatism.
Conclusions. The analysis of the phenomenon of «will to believe» in pragmatism proves that it can be interpreted as
«will to truthy, because belief in truth of something in pragmatism is inseparable from the truth itself and practice.
Within the framework of pragmatic philosophy, the author has determined the essence of will-to-truth phenomenon,
which is understood as the aspiration of man to a stable and relevant to reality and his own goals persuasion in rela-
tion to himself and reality. The main factors of this phenomenon in pragmatism are doubts (doubts are defined as a

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CONDITIONS OF HISTORICITY OF HUMAN EXISTENCE AND
HISTORY HUMANITY ACCORDING TO JASPERS

Purpose. The research is aimed at understanding Jaspers' ideas concerning independent self-determination of a
special and distinctive identity as a main condition of history humanity and historicity of human existence. The re-
search is based on ideological heritage of Karl Jaspers, as well as cultural and historical analysis on the basis of his-
torical, logical and comparative principles reflected in the papers of national and foreign scientists. As a result, it
made possible to model cultural and historical context, philosophical and theoretical origins and world view inten-
tions of the German philosopher. Originality. The analysis has shown that the key concepts of Jaspers' philosophy
were focused to determine and substantiate a main condition of historical dynamics and humanism, namely the ex-
istence of a unique and distinctive identity able to create and generate new values that can turn into universal ones
and give impetus to our society and promote its further humanization. Conclusions. According to this investigation,
Jaspers' key concepts are immanently subject to justifying the conditions of history humanity and historicity of hu-
man existence. In their unity they allow us to adequately understand connection between social dynamics and hu-
manism with unique individuals and distinctive identities that can create and generate new values with further social
development prospects. Favourable conditions for these unique individuals to appear prevent from numerous unsafe
challenges, which are a certain threat to our society. And on the contrary, if there are no such conditions for a hu-
man, he is prone to any totalitarianism, personal crime and can be a faithful servant of any leader.

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REPRESENTATION OF NATURE AND MAN IN PRACTICAL
PHILOSOPHY OF DESCARTES

Purpose. Modern philosophy is presented as practical and is based on the necessity to give a new meaning and
interpretation to moral and ethical problems. Purpose of the paper is to comprehend specifics of modern perception
of Cartesian interpretation of nature and man that implies consistent stages of technomorphic perception, critical
analysis of its authenticity in research literature and understanding of rehabilitation tendency of Descartes' ethics as
practical philosophy. Originality. The research is focused on the problem of technomorphism authenticity in the
process of understanding and interpreting Descartes' practical philosophy. The authors are trying to defend rationale
for phenomena interpretation concerning Descartes' technocratic orientation in terms of his ethical search. Critical
interpretations of limited technomorphic perception of nature and man should be understood as some transition peri-
od towards ethics rehabilitation as practical philosophy. The study of Descartes on nature in its broad sense as meta-
physical basis of his ethics has been revealed and analyzed. Conclusions. Technocratic interpretation of Descartes
study is a superficial and distorted form of his practical philosophy interpretation. Until recently technomorphic per-
ception of Descartes' study dominated in scientific literature, which has significantly determined limited perception
of nature and man combined with superficial ethics perception. Critical rethinking of the developed Descartes' inter-
pretations in recent scientific papers solves at the same time the tasks of theoretical denial of simplistic world per-
ception and gives grounds for ethics rehabilitation as authentic form of its practical philosophy expression. One
form of rehabilitation expression is increased attention to the concept of nature in its broad sense, which is a basis
for its humanistic and ethical vision of philosophical tasks.
