Gender peculiarities of stylistic devices usage for emotional colouring of the language on
the examples of political speeches of two presidents of the USA, the representatives of feminine
and masculine sexes B. Obama and H. Klinton were investigated. It is known that one of basic
characteristics of oratorical style is emotionality of communication that provides the
expressiveness of speech due to the expedient use of verbal and unverbal means. In order an
audience does not lose the interest, speakers can use such techniques, as joke; decline or
elevating voice; address to the audience with questions; intrigue; sympathy together with



listeners); appeal to the events, that are known to both the speaker and audience, to personality
of speaker (examples from own experience). Emotionality of oratorical speech is conveyed by
the different levels of language. At phonetic level it is the special intonation, deceleration or
acceleration of speech rate, accent, pauses and other prosodic features. At lexical level the
emotional coloring is inherent to words that have not only a logical meaning but also estimating
component, and also amplifying particles and interjections. At syntactic level - an antithesis,
repetitions, parallel constructions, inversion, rhetorical questions and other stylistic devices.
Stylistic devices are in permanent cooperation, they complement each other, and interlace so
closely, that form the system.

Woman speech is characterized by the variety of the use of epithets with the purpose of
providing speech vividness and brightness. The common features of both presidents' speeches
are the use of hyperbolas, litotes, phrasal verbs. It was studied what way the emotional
colouring of oratory style is conveyed and distinctive features of speeches of the representatives
of two sexes were determined. The main distinctive feature of B. Obama’s speech is the usage of
different syntactical stylistic devices : repetitions, antithesis, parallel constructions, and
H. Klinton — lexical ones : epithets, metaphors, comparisons.
